CPR 436994 restoration update 
In 2010 the GHRA Board and 
restoration committee have been very 
busy preparing for the restoration of 
436994. First, we have acquired quotes 
and will be finalizing acquisition of 
Tongue and Groove siding for 
application to the Caboose. Secondly, 
we are interviewing contractors who will 
assist with removal, restoration, and 
application of T&G. Thirdly, Pacific 
Northern Rail has offered their facility 
on Speedvale Avenue as a possible 
location to perform the restoration as 
Chemtura may not be suitable during 
renovation. 
 
Details are being worked out, and the 
work is expected to begin in Summer 
2010 should everything align. Members 
who wish to assist in supervision, 
lending a hand to contractors, or have 
possible suppliers in mind are asked to 
contact Peter Shergold at 519 824 8254 
or let us know at the July meeting.

Railway & Preservation News 
Locomotive 6167 moved to a new home 
On Wednesday June 16 2010, CNR 6167 made 
its first move in 40 years across the CN/GEXR 
Railway tracks to a new resting location. 
Pacific Northern Rail and Western Mechanical 
heavy lift specialists officials, along with 
Restoration Committee members were directly 
involved in the move, also watching over them 
were hundreds of spectators throughout the 
process.  
 

 
6167 being moved across the tracks – literally. 
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With the requirement to move across the 
tracks, a temporary grade crossing was 
constructed, officials from all Railways 
(including VIA) were on hand, and the 
Railway was closed except to let 
passenger trains through. 
 
At 0730 the tender moved first, and at 
1230, all 250,000 lbs of the Locomotive 
finally moved across the tracks. As a 
result of the move, it now points 
eastwards and will serve as a monument 
to passengers and commuters of the 
Guelph VIA and future GO Train station 
being constructed on the North platform. 
 
Special thanks go out to the CNR 6167 
Restoration Committee members and 
Volunteers (many of whom are GHRA 
members) for their tireless and 
continuing efforts in the restoration of 
this important artifact.
